Cool Tool!

The Proportional Divider

Proportional dividers are used to transfer measurements
from one scale to another. The proportional divider is
used to make a drawing larger or smaller called scaling. A
proportional divider has two legs the same length that are
pointed at each end and held together with a movable
pivot point to adjust the ratio. By adjusting the pivot
point, you adjust the leg lengths therefore creating a ratio
for scaling a drawing up or down.

This tool is my new best friend!
[ can't begin

to tell you how
much it has
helped me with
my drawing and
assuring that
my proportions
are accurate.

I use this when i

laying down my initial sketch on a canvas and check
my proportions along the way until my painting is
complete.

How often are we faced with the challenge
of having to use an image from a photo as reference
that needs to be enlarged to suit our needs? I like to
draw by eye but have trouble sometimes getting my
proportions correct. Now I just simply scan my
photo reference, print out the image as big as I can
on an 8 1/2 x 11 sheet, then use the proportional
device to make the image as large as I need it on my
canvas by adjusting the the device and marking my
distances. I now know I have the same ratio and the
correct proportions as the original reference photo!

I got mine from www.accurassee.com. It cost 9.99.
There are other pieces to the "accurassee method"
you might find useful as well as helpful tutorials.
You can also get "nicer” metal and more expensive
proportional devices online. I've seen them on eBay
for about $95.00 Someone on eBay also makes them
out of wood. For now, my little plastic one works
just fine for me.
